Treasurer’s Report:

Committee Reports:

· TNCC:    The next TNCC course will be held on January 31-February 1, 2009 at Sentara Norfolk General Hospital.  Currently there are only 3 seats left.

Other possible course dates include the last week of April at Obici Hospital and October 23-25, 2009 at the Sentara Careplex. There will be no TNCC instructor courses offered until the beginning of May.  ENPC & TNCC courses are tentative for a weekend in May.

· SESS:    January 23-25, 2009 Cathy Fox will be doing a site visit to look at the accommodations.  SESS will be held May 26-31, 2009.  Terry Foster will be the opening speaker. Bill Briggs, Jeff Solhein and the Snake Doctor will also speak.
· CEN:   The Dec 6-7 class successful with 2 students passing from the area and 1 passing from FL already.  No classes scheduled for the spring yet. There is a class in Fishersville, VA on Feb 6-7, 2009 with Cathy Fox and Pat O’Donnell. The Shenandoah ENA chapter will host it. 

· ENCARE: The State EMSC fatality report was discussed. Highways deaths are down from 1,026 in 2007 to 808 in 2008. Bicycle verses car fatalities went up from 7 in 2007 to 14 in 2008. Cathy Fox is looking into increased funding/grants for bike helmets. Also from EMSC, the Commonwealth Hospital will be closing. This means 200 pediatric mental health beds will be closed due to funding.

· Community Service: There is networking going on between states to complete programs on a national level. 2009 Susan G. Komen Race for a Cure is in October and we will be participating again. Unless money can be made back using the cigarette tax Medicaid funding will also be cut.
