· ENPC:  Linda Whitt reported information for Cathy Fox:  Next course is March 27-29, 2009  at Obici Hospital.  Books will be distributed this week to course participants.

· State Council:  Reported by Kathy Carlson:  Meeting held 2/13/09 in Richmond. At this meeting there was discussion about how chapters file taxes. It was recently learned that chapters should be filing taxes under the state chapter and not independently as we have been doing.  The state treasure for VENA is investigating this and will clarify.  VENA  received one of the “State Achievement Awards” while at Leadership in Reno this past weekend.  The award is for states that show commitment to ENA’s mission and vision and the activities and achievements completed in the past year. VENA will raffle a handmade quilted tote bag filled with different items at SESS to raise money for our state.  Next meeting is in Charlottesville on April 23. If interested in attending, we will be carpooling up there. Everyone is encouraged to try to attend a state meeting.
· Government Affairs:  Karen Reilly-Follin reported on the recent bills passed or on the floor in Richmond. Poison Control centers will remain as is for the next year and a study will be done to determine if all 3 need to exist or downsize.   Violence in the workplace bill passed.  Pesticide bill passed with an option to use bait traps versus spraying to decrease the exposure of the pesticide to children in schools. Text messaging bill passed as a secondary offense if found when pulled over for another offense.  Passed was that last names will not be on name badges for those in ED’s, mental health or law enforcement. 

· TEMS Council:  Next meeting is March 12th, nothing to report at this time.
· Membership: - Pat O’Donnell reported there are presently 288 members and all of the latest new members have received their welcome letters to our chapter.  The National election process will begin May 14-June 12 and all members will receive information on the candidates and are encouraged to vote.
